NEW DEVELOPMENTS

As a commitment to its sustainability principles, Ecolodges Indonesia is continuing to install solar
power facilities into its lodges. This is a commitment to reduce dependency on fossil fuels, either
through connection to the local electricity grid, or from fuel-hungry diesel generators.

Recently, the solar energy system at Kelimutu Crater Ecolodge was upgraded by installing a
computer monitoring system which allows remote interrogation of the energy system. This work was
undertaken by Solar Power Indonesia, who utilized an Australian-made inverter supplied by
Melbourne firm, Selectronics.

Similarly, at Rimba Orangutan Ecolodge, the solar energy system installed nearly two years

ECOLODGES INDONESIA BOARD AND INVESTORS6  AGM

A very successful AGM was held at the Udayana Kingfisher Ecolodge, Bali on 24-26 March 2017.
The meeting was attended by over 20 shareholders including all members of the Board of Directors.
There were reports from senior management on company operations and accounts, followed by
special topics for discussion. These included:

1 a presentation by Meryl Wilson on plans and development of the Flores Mountain and Bird
Ecolodge, MBeliling;

9 avisit to Australian tourist areas in Queensland by Sylvester Wanggel (in charge of all company
operations in Flores);

1 a detailed study by a German student from the Arctic University of Norway on operations in the
Satwa and Rimba lodges; and

9 discussion about our Eco-Standards system and how to apply it to other hotels.

Follow-up meetings occurred during the weekend on how to legalise our shares to all shareholders.
Key inputs here came from John Ahern, formerly of Flight Centre, who was specially invited to cover
marketing, and possible use of a Trust in Australia to guarantee our foreign shareholders.

The main practical outcomes from the AGM were:

1 in 2016, the company renewed its positive growth especially at the Rimba Orangutan Ecolodge
after the devastating fires in 2015 and at the Kelimutu Crater Lakes Ecolodge which showed over
30% growth;

9 all governance KPIs have now been achieved such as correct payment of tax electronically to the
GOl, appointment of an external auditor and tax consultant registered with the GOI, obtaining all
correct licences, finalisation of all legal documents in every lodge and the necessary signing that
all assets of the company that belong to the shareholders;

9 adetailed study on ELI's online marketing and operations on Satwa and Rimba lodges by Lili
Gieger, a student of ELI Board member, Steve Noakes', from his role as a Visiting Professor at
UIT the Arctic University of Norway. Many improvements were suggested; and

1 anumber of new tours were discussed, with the special development of bird tours being
foremost. :

There is a general feeling of optimism in
Ecolodges Indonesia and we now plan for
further growth, not only in lodges and partner
lodges, but also in investors, as we need
capital to expand. We now know our model
of conservation, sustainable local jobs and
eco-tourism works, as local communities
become aware of their connection with the
national parks and environment, and their
consequent employment.
